Essay: Choose one of the following to answer in a 3 paragraph essay. Use details and examples! (30 pts)
1. Choose three methods used by groups or individuals to affect reform (change) in society during the Progressive Era. Describe how these methods were employed using specific examples from the text, classroom exercises, notes and/or in-class discussion. Be sure to include the end-result of reform efforts. 

2. Examine the life and times of Teddy Roosevelt before, during and after his presidency. What did he believe in? What events and qualities motivated him to create change in America? How and why did his career end after the election of 1912? What longer-term Progressive impact did he have on the United States?

3. Explain the problems which plagued America’s farmers, the Populist reaction to those problems and the long-term impact of the Populist Movement in America. Be sure to discuss important people, organizations and the Election of 1896.
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
